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Ayuda Supervising Attorney, Katie Soltis, won an extremely arduous asylum case in 2019 
for her client Camila*, an indigenous Ixil Mayan from Guatemala and survivor of severe child abuse and labor 
trafficking.

Camila was kept as a slave in a locked room for much of her childhood. She was forced to work under supervision, 
was physically abused, and lived in horrific conditions, with no opportunity to go to school and no contact with 
the outside world. She had a bucket in the room in which to relieve herself and was only allowed to shower while 
being closely watched by her captor, who was her biological father.

She escaped when she was eighteen years old and fled to the United States to join her mother, who she had been separated from for many years. Camila’s 
mother herself had been forced to flee Guatemala when Camila was a very young child, after suffering years of domestic violence by Camila’s father and 
captor. Due to Camila’s resiliency, she was able to seek out the support she needed at Ayuda.

Katie, with the support of the Virginia legal team, filed more than 1000 pages of evidence in the case including expert witness statements, photographic 
and transcribed video evidence, forensic evaluations, psychological evaluations, and more. The team worked hard to find Ixil interpreters, translators, 
and experts throughout the United States, and in Guatemala, to provide evidence for the case.

This case presented many unique challenges and obstacles, but with the support of Ayuda’s social services team and language access program, Katie and 
the Virginia legal team were able to provide Camila the holistic support she so desperately needed.

Camila is thrilled to have legal status, be on the path to recovery, and finally move forward with her life here in the United States.

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Ayuda offers holistic legal services in a culturally sensitive environment to low-income immigrant victims of domestic violence and sexual assault. 
Undocumented immigrant victims are especially afraid of reporting domestic violence. They fear immigration detention and deportation for 
themselves, their partner, or their family, as well as the potential for losing custody of their children. Ayuda’s attorneys help hundreds of immigrant 
survivors navigate their options, obtain protective orders, and secure custody of their children so that they can rebuild their lives and raise their children 
in loving, safe homes.

Project END is a direct legal services project aimed at remedying the 
harm caused by notario or immigration consultant fraud. 

A notario, notario público, or immigration consultant in the U.S. is 
not an attorney nor an accredited representative of the Department 
of Justice in the U.S., and consequently, is not licensed to provide paid 
immigration legal advice or legal services. 

Unscrupulous notarios or consultants routinely prey on immigrants who, 
because of linguistic, cultural, and financial obstacles, believe a notario 
or consultant can assist them with their legal issues. The fraudulent 
work of notarios or immigration consultants can have life-devastating 
consequences on its victims, including financial ruin, damage to a legal 
case, deportation, and permanent family separation.

In 2018, a State’s Attorney Office (SAO) in Maryland prosecuted 
a notario who had stolen money from our client and his family. The 
notario ultimately plead guilty to various violations and was ordered 
to be pay restitution to our client via Ayuda. Ayuda monitored the 
situation and, unfortunately, the notario was not making payments. 
We immediately notified the SAO who threatened legal action. 
Ultimately the notario began making payments to Ayuda clients 
in 2019. 

This was a big win for Ayuda and our Project END clients. Without 
Ayuda advocating for clients from start to end, they likely would 
have not been paid the money owed. 

Ayuda will continue to work to eradicate the fraudulent work of 
notarios which have life-devastating consequences on its victims, 
including financial ruin, damage to a legal case, deportation, and 
permanent family separation.

Roughly 75% of Ayuda’s 
consultation clinic clients are 
eligible for immigration relief.
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Ayuda works to elevate our clients’ experiences and attempts 
to make sure their voices are heard in policy conversations. 
We take public positions on federal policies that have an 
impact on immigrants and issue policy statements both in 
favor and opposed to policies, building on data and our own 
experiences to argue on behalf of our positions. 

We also submit comments on proposed federal regulations 
that would have negative effects on our clients’ lives. In 2019 
Ayuda submitted an amicus brief in an appeal pending before 
the 4th Circuit that would affect many members of our client 
communities seeking asylum in the United States.

Ayuda also serves as a source of expertise for the media, 
policymakers, and advocates on immigrant rights and needs.
